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62 de regiuni selectate pentru elaborarea planurilor de adaptare la
schimbarile climatice in cadrul schemei EU

27 ianuarie 2026

Saizeci si doua dintre cele mai vulnerabile regiuni europene (lista completad aici) au fost
selectate pentru a-si consolida planurile de adaptare la schimbarile climatice in cadrul
Pathways2Resilience, un proiect emblematic al Misiunii UE pentru Adaptarea la Schimbarile
Climatice.

Lansat in 2023, programul implicd acum un total de 100 de autoritati locale si regionale -
reprezentand peste 100 de milioane de persoane - printr-o serie de instruiri menite sa le
Tmbunatateasca pregatirea pentru impacturile schimbarilor climatice, prin abordari dovedite de
planificare pentru rezilienta.

,Felicit cu caldura toate regiunile selectate in a doua cohorta Pathways2Resilience”, a declarat
Elina Bardram, Managerul Misiunii Adaptare din cadrul Comisiei Europene. ,Ca initiativa
emblematica, Pathways2Resilience ajuta Misiunea UE pentru Adaptare sa isi atinga obiectivele
si sa avanseze impreuna rezilienta climatica regionald, prin sprijin personalizat si invatare intre
egali.”

Regiunile nou selectate - care insumeaza aproximativ 55 de milioane de locuitori - si-au
identificat principalele riscuri climatice care afecteaza infrastructura, siguranta publica si
sectorul cultural: inundatiile costiere si fluviale (43%), stresul termic (36%) si seceta (21%).

»Faptul ca am fost selectati pentru Pathways2Resilience reprezinta o recunoastere importanta
a muncii pe termen lung a orasului Worms in domeniul adaptarii la schimbarile climatice. Situat
intr-una dintre cele mai calde regiuni din Germania, vom folosi acest sprijin pentru a ne
consolida si mai mult rezilienta climatic3, integrand strategii de adaptare la clima, de gestionare
a caldurii si a apei si invatand alaturi de alte orase europene care se confrunta cu provocari
similare”, a declarat Stephanie Rohr, primarul orasului Worms, una dintre regiunile nou
selectate din Germania.

,Fiind o regiune urbana si costierd, expusa unor presiuni climatice in crestere, asteptam cu
interes indrumarea strategica, expertiza partajata si instrumentele care ne vor sprijini in
planificarea pe termen lung si integratd a adaptarii la schimbarile climatice”, a declarat un
reprezentant al Regiunii Odesa, una dintre regiunile ucrainene selectate.

,Regiunea Autonoma Kosice s-a pozitionat de mult timp ca o regiune verde, construind
rezilienta climatica In stransa cooperare cu municipalitatile si partile interesate locale, in
principal prin masuri de adaptare bazate pe naturd. Sunt incantat ca regiunea KoSice a fost
selectata pentru programul Pathways2Resilience, deoarece riscurile crescande de seceta si
precipitatii extreme, impreuna cu vulnerabilitatea noastra peste medie, subliniaza necesitatea
unor masuri de adaptare sistematice. Acest proiect ne va permite sd modernizam strategia de
adaptare a regiunii, sa valorificam know-how-ul expertilor si sa participam la un schimb de
cunostinte semnificativ cu regiuni partenere”, a declarat Rastislav Trnka, presedintele Regiunii
Autonome Kosice, o regiune slovaca selectatd pentru noua cohorta.
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,<Suntem foarte bucurosi ca Estul Islandei [Austurland] a fost selectat pentru a participa la
programul Pathways2Resilience. Regiunea se confrunta cu provocari climatice tot mai mari, in
special in comunitatile rurale si costiere, iar aceasta colaborare ne va sprijini in consolidarea
cunostintelor, dezvoltarea de solutii practice si construirea unei capacitati de adaptare pe
termen lung”, a comentat Berglind Harpa Svavarsdéttir, presedinta Asociatiei Municipalitatilor
din Estul Islandei (SSA), dupa selectarea Austurlandului ca regiune Pathways2Resilience.

Regiunile nou selectate se aldtura celor 38 de regiuni care au inceput programul in octombrie
2024, beneficiind de sprijin valoros din partea colegilor si de experientd practica. Fiecare
regiune va primi o finantare nerambursabila de 210.000 € si acces la instrumente si indrumari
personalizate, invatare interactiva intre egali, mentorat si consultanta de specialitate. Cohorta
va avea 18 luni pentru a elabora o strategie solida de rezilienta climatica, precum si un plan de
actiune si un plan de investitii. Aceasta a doua runda reprezinta ultima alocare din finantarea in
cascada de 21 de milioane de euro a proiectului finantat de UE.

Summitul de la Budapesta: reunirea comunitatii europene de adaptare

Pe 11 februarie, aceste 100 de regiuni se vor reuni la Budapesta - un oras deja afectat de
inundatii si valuri de caldura, dar cunoscut pentru eforturile sale inovatoare in materie de
rezilienta climatica - pentru summitul Pathways2Resilience. Orasul a trecut de la o planificare
fragmentata la o strategie de rezilienta coerentd, implementand initiative de dezvoltare verde,
un plan de gestionare a apei pluviale si masuri de combatere a caldurii urbane si a inundatiilor,
inclusiv premiatul Parcul Pinkdsdflirdé de-a lungul Dunarii.

Summitul va celebra realizarile primei cohorte, in timp ce va preda stafeta celei de-a doua,
continuand si extinzand misiunea Pathways2Resilience de a accelera adaptarea regionala intr-
o Europa care se incalzeste de doua ori mai rapid decat alte continente.

,Cu 100 de regiuni implicate, Pathways2Resilience creeaza o retea puternica de comunitati
locale dedicate adaptarii la schimbarile climatice”, a declarat Thomas Koetz, consilier principal
pentru Regiuni Reziliente la Climate KIC si coordonator al programului Pathways2Resilience.

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62 regions selected to develop climate adaptation plans under EU
scheme

Sixty-two among the most vulnerable European regions (full list here) have been selected to
increase their climate adaptation plans under Pathways2Resilience, a flagship project of the
EU Mission on Adaptation to Climate Change.

Launched in 2023, the programme now engages a total of 100 local and regional authorities -
representing over 100 million people - in a range of trainings designed to enhance their
preparedness for climate change impacts through proven resilience-planning approaches.

‘I warmly congratulate all regions selected in the second Pathways2Resilience cohort” said
Elina Bardram, Mission Adaptation Manager at the European Commission. “As a flagship
initiative, Pathways2Resilience helps the EU Mission on Adaptation deliver on its objectives
and advance regional climate resilience together, through tailored support and peer learning.”

The newly selected regions - home to around 55 million people - identified their top climate
hazards affecting infrastructure, public safety, and the cultural sector: coastal and river flooding
(43%), heat stress (36%), and droughts (21%).

“Being selected for Pathways2Resilience is a strong recognition of Worms' long-term work on
climate adaptation. Located in one of Germany’s warmest regions, we will use this support to
further strengthen our climate resilience by integrating climate adaptation, heat and water
strategies, and by learning with and from other European cities facing similar challenges,” stated
Mayor Stephanie Rohr of City of Worms, one of the newly selected regions in Germany.

“As a coastal and urban region facing increasing climate pressures, we look forward to strategic
guidance, shared expertise, and tools that will support long-term, integrated climate adaptation
planning” said a representative from Odesa Oblast, one of the Ukrainian selected regions.

“The Kosice Self-Governing Region has long positioned itself as a green region, building climate
resilience in close cooperation with municipalities and local stakeholders, primarily through
nature-based adaptation measures. | am delighted that KoSice Region has been selected for the
Pathways2Resilience programme, as the growing risks of drought and extreme precipitation,
along with our above-average vulnerability, highlight the need for systematic adaptation
measures. This project will enable us to modernise the region’s adaptation strategy, leverage
expert know-how, and engage in meaningful knowledge exchange with partner regions,” said
Rastislav Trnka, President of the Kosice Self-Governing Region, a Slovakian region selected for
the new cohort.

“We are very pleased that East Iceland [Austurland] has been selected to participate in the
Pathways2Resilience programme. The region faces increasing climate-related challenges,
particularly in rural and coastal communities, and this collaboration will support us in
strengthening knowledge, developing practical solutions and building long-term adaptive
capacity,” commented Berglind Harpa Svavarsdottir, Chair of the Association of Municipalities
in East Iceland (SSA), following Austurland’s selection as a Pathways2Resilience region.

The newly selected regions join the 38 regions that have started the programme in October
2024, gaining valuable peer support and experience. Each region will receive 210.000€ in grant
1
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funding alongside access to tailored tools and guidance, interactive peer learning, mentoring,
and expert guidance. The cohort will have 18 months to develop a robust climate resilience
strategy, as well as an action and investment plan. This second round represents the final
allocation of the EU-funded project’s €21 million cascade funding.

Budapest summit: gathering Europe’s adaptation community

On February 11th, these 100 regions will gather in Budapest—a city already facing floods and
heatwaves but known for its innovative climate resilience efforts—for the Pathways2Resilience
summit. The city has moved from fragmented planning to a cohesive resilience strategy,
implementing green development initiatives, a rainwater management plan, and measures to
combat urban heat and flooding, including the award-winning Plinkésdfiirdé Park along the
Danube.

The summit will celebrate the achievements of the first cohort while passing the baton to the
second, continuing and expanding Pathways2Resilience’s mission to accelerate regional
adaptation as Europe warms twice as fast as other continents.

“With 100 regions now on board, Pathways2Resilience is creating a powerful network of local
communities committed to climate adaptation” said Thomas Koetz, Senior Advisor for Climate
Resilient Regions at Climate KIC and Pathways2Resilience programme coordinator. “This
second cohort brings fresh energy and diverse perspectives, helping us accelerate Europe’s
resilience journey at a time when climate impacts are intensifying. As programme coordinator,
Climate KIC is proud of how far we've come in turning ambition into actionable plans that
safeguard people, economies, and ecosystems.”
